SVRC have been a bit short of competitors so far this year, but those who have competed have done well. Sara Kocinski and Fiona Hunt both came 4th individually in their Dressage classes at Pontispool in February (3rd in the National qualifier section) in classes of over 30. The Royal Windsor Area Champs had 5 SVRC dressage riders and 1 show jumper, Julie Moran, who came 5th despite knocking down the Joker, so a brilliant performance from her. At the Winter Show Jumping Jessica Britton had a double clear, and Amy Parsons just 4 faults in each round, while at the Horse Trials our team, Fiona Bell Scott, Amy Parsons, Sam Gibbs and Jess Britton came 6th out of over 20 teams. Congratulations to all, and thanks again to the helpers – our 2 fence judges at Stockland Lovell had a really long day, but at least it was dry.
